Yesterday, we took a drive to a lookout point. When you looked straight ahead you could see a little
cove off of the ocean, to the right was a mountain, and to the left a huge piece of rock formed out of
the mountain. There was a lighthouse on the tip of the rock on the left. At the bottom, the water came
and went as it pleased. It did not disturb the lighthouse or the big rock itself.

At the bottom, of the huge rock where the water came and went | had seen the erosion of the rock over
a period of time, where the water had come in with the tide and splashed against the rock. But then it
receded. | kept watching this and thinking how amazing it all looked. The lighthouse was undisturbed
and the rock was unmovable.
