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For it is by grace [God’s remarkable compassion and favor drawing you to Christ] that you
have been saved [actually delivered from judgment and given eternal life] through faith. And
this [salvation] is not of yourselves [not through your own effort], but it is the [undeserved,
gracious] gift of God. (Ephesians 2:8, AMP)

Today, I have to be honest…  the devotional I’m about to write tears my heart apart.  It breaks me
inside and causes my eyes to well up with tears.  In fact, writing about it is difficult.  I would love to
gloss over it.  I would love to pretend it doesn’t exist.  But I can’t gloss over it and I can’t pretend it
doesn’t exist.  Even if acknowledging it hurts!

The thing that is difficult to write is Hell and the eternal punishment that awaits those who do not know
Christ as their personal Savior.  Honestly, this hurts because I know people who have left this earth
without knowing Jesus as their personal Savior and I know quite a few living today who are in the same
boat.

You can choose Jesus and experience life or you can leave
this earth and confess Him later.
